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The International Association for the 
Exchange of  Students for Technica l 
Experience (IAESTE A.s.b.l) is an Association 
of National Committees representing 
academic, industrial and student interests. 
Each National Committee is responsible for 
the administration of the exchange in its own 
country.

The Association was founded in January 
1948 at Imperial College, London, on the 
initiative of the Imperial College Vacation 
Work Committee. National organisations of 
ten European countries represented at this 
meeting became Members and Mr. James 
Newby was elected General Secretary. The 
geographical coverage was soon to spread 
to most of Europe and beyond, as new 
countries were admitted to Membership.

The Association became  a registered body 
according to Luxembourg law at its General 
Conference 2005 in Cartagena de Indias, 
Colombia. It is a non-political, independent, 
non-governmenta l  organ i sa t ion ,  i n 
operational relationship with the United 
Nations Educational, ScientiÞ c and Cultural 
Organisation (UNESCO) and maintains 
consultative relationships with the UN 
Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC), 
the United Nations Industrial Development 
Organisation (UNIDO) and the International 
Labour OfÞ ce (ILO). 

IAESTE is also in contact with the United 
Nations Economic Council for Africa (ECA), 
the Food and Agriculture Organisation 
(FAO), the Organisation of American States 
(OAS) and the European Union (EU), as well 
as with other educational non-governmental 
organisations.

National Secretariats and Committees make 
up the Membership of the Association. Each 
year the Annual Conference brings together 
the representatives of these bodies to decide 
issues of general policy and with the IAESTE 
Co-operating Institutions to carry out the 
exchange of offers for training. Prior to the 
Conference, each Member and Co-operating 
Institution collects offers from employers 
willing to receive students from abroad for 
a temporary training and work experience 
period relevant to the studentsÕ areas of 
study, as a complement to their university or 

college education. The offering Companies 
or Institutions are expected to pay students 
a wage sufÞ cient to cover their cost of living 
during the actual training period.

The offers of training are exchanged with 
other Members and Co-operating Institutions 
mainly on a reciprocal basis. Through their 
afÞ liated universities and colleges, Members 
and Co-operating Institutions select qualiÞ ed 
students to meet employersÕ requirements 
as outlined on the training offer. Details 
of the selected candidates are sent to the 
Companies for approval.

Participation in the IAESTE exchange is open 
to bona fide students attending courses at 
Universities, Institutes of Technology and 
similar Institutions of Higher Education.

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Report of the General Secretary

This report is a summary of the exchange 
activities between IAESTE Members and 
Co-operating Institutions during 2005. The 
details of these exchanges are presented in 
the 2005 IAESTE Activity Report published 
in November 2005. The exchange took place 
between 79 Members and Co-operating 
Institutions from 78 countries and 17 non-
Member countries.

The 2005 IAESTE Activity Report contains 
the detail on the bilateral exchanges, study 
Þ elds of trainees sent and received by each 
Member and Co-operating Institution, the 
number of participating Employers and 
Institutions, training periods, age, nationality 
and gender of the trainees and other useful 
comparative information. It includes detail on 
the exchange with non-Member countries. 
The report also contains a summary of the 
administrative procedures, reports from 
Members and Co-operating Institutions 
on activity as well as the names of the staff 
handling the exchange and the addresses of 
the National Secretariats. Readers interested 
in this report may order a copy from the 
IAESTE National Secretariat in their own 
country or from the General Secretary.

Exchange Development in 2005

The total number of trainees exchanged 
in 2005 was 4838, an increase of just over 
1.3% from 2004 and hopefully this trend 
will continue during the current year. Half of 
the Members and  Co-operating Institutions 
managed to increase their number of 

traineeships to incoming students and this 
was very encouraging. Several countries 
made a significant increase in the number 
of placements offered to incoming students, 
notably, Brazil, Greece, Poland, Spain and 
Serbia and Montenegro.

Figure 1 shows the number of trainees sent in 2005
 and compares this with the previous four years. 
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Figure 2a
shows the training periods for 2001-2005 
with the majority of students on placements 
between 6-8 weeks.

Figure 2b
indicates the training periods for 2005 with 
54.1% of trainees on a 6-8 week placement 
with 19.4% on placements lasting between 
8-12 weeks.

The number of traineeships Þ lled by students 
from non-European countries accounted for 
36.2% of the number of students sent, a 
slight decrease from 2004.

Europe continues to dominate the exchange.

Growth of IAESTE 

There is great interest in IAESTE throughout 
the world and on average 2 new countries 
per month contact the General Secretary 
asking for information on how to join the 
Association.

Many contacts are made through our public 
website www.iaeste.org which has a daily 
average of 896 visits, a big increase from last 
year. Universities or Organisations committed 
to the Aims of the Association can apply for 
Co-operating Institution status and each year 
the Board reviews their progress at their 
summer meeting.  Co-operating Institutions 
which are no longer conducting an exchange 
do not have their status renewed. New 
Co-operating Institutions take 3-5 years 
to become established and the benefits of 
this expansion, reflected in the exchange, 
becomes clear after this period. They are 
then able to apply for Associate Membership 
and after a minimum of another 3 years can 
apply to be Full Members with voting rights. 
Since 2005, 5 new Co-operating Institutions 
have been welcomed into the Association. 
Manipal Institute of Technology, India, Korea 
Foundation for International Cooperation of 
Science and Technology (KICOS), Republic 
of Korea, Allies International Internship 
Programs Inc, Philippines, The Institute 
of Engineering Education Taiwan and Thai 
Nguyen University, Vietnam. 86 Members 
and Co-operating Institutions in 84 countries 
constituted the Membership of IAESTE in 
January 2006.

The Association continues to grow outside 
Europe with increased interest from 
countries in Central America, Asia and Africa 
and we would be very keen to expand our 
Membership in these areas.

Reciprocity of the Exchange

The IAESTE exchange programme is based 
on a bilateral balanced exchange between 
Members. Most Member countries attempt 
to maintain a balance between outgoing 
and incoming students but an exact bilateral 
balance is rarely possible within any given 
year. Only long-term balance is sought. This 
flexibility is needed to support the proper 
allocation of places and the selection of the 
appropriate students.

EU and other European countries and 67.6% 
of all trainees were received in Europe, a 
similar situation to 2004. It is encouraging to 
note that the number of students sent from 
Africa and Asia increased in 2005.

Sending and receiving Continent

The open international exchange is clearly 
illustrated by the number of Members and 
Co-operating Institutions that exchange with 

each other. In 2005 each Member and Co-
operating Institution exchanged on average 
with 17 other Members and Co-operating 
Institutions indicating a 13.3% increase from 
2004.

Figure 5 shows that 25% of IAESTE Members and Co-operating Institutions
 exchanged with more than 11 countries in 2005.
 7 Members sent students to 41 or more countries.
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In 2005, 25 Members and Co-operating 
Institutions received more students than 
they sent abroad and this beneÞ ted the rest.  
In total, 554 work experience places were 
involved or 11.5% of the total exchange.

It is traditional within IAESTE for Members 
with a higher Gross National Income per 
capita (GNI) to receive more trainees 
than they send. Strict reciprocity is not 
implemented with new Members in the 
early years which allow those in developing 
countries and those from smaller countries to 
gather support within their country in order 
to develop the exchange. Countries with a 
GNI per capita >12,000 US$ provided 57% 
of these places in 2005, a traumatic decline 
from 2004.

Profi le of the student trainee

Gender balance and Age: Age and gender 
balance of trainees varies little from year to 
year but differs appreciably from country to 
country. 

Participation by men and women students 
compared with previous years (%) is shown 
in Figure 6 

The percentage for individual Members or 
Co-operating Institutions varies from 0% 
to 71%. The gender balance relates to 
cultural and educational traditions in IAESTE 
countries. 

The age of trainees in 2005 ranged from 19 
to 27 years with the majority (84%) being 
between 21 and 24.  The average age is just 
under 23 years old. 

Study fi elds:  In 2005 66% of trainees were 
students of Engineering and Technology. 
The remaining 34% were divided between 
the Sciences, 16%; Architecture and Applied 
Arts, 10%; Agriculture, 3% and other Þ elds 
of study, 5%.  These Þ gures are quite stable 
and change only by a few percentage points 
from one year to the next. Figures 7a and

In 2005 the largest of the Engineering 
Faculties was Mechanical Engineering, 
21%, followed by Computer Science, 17%, 
Electrical Engineering 14%, Civil Engineering 
12%, Chemical Engineering 7%, Electronic 
Engineering 4%, Industrial Engineering 4%, 
Telecommunications 3% and Aeronautical

Engineering 3%. The remaining 15% was 
distributed over miscellaneous Engineering 
special it ies including Bioengineering, 
Environmental Engineering, Metallurgy and 
Mining. Despite an increase in the number 
of Industrial Engineering placements available 
in 2004, the number this year declined 

signiÞ cantly. Telecommunications placements 
however showed a welcome 22% increase 
from 2004.  There was also a discernible rise 
in the number of Physics traineeships on offer 
during 2005 with more Geology placements 
also available. Figures 8, 9 and 10.
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Nationality: The majority of students 
participating in the IAESTE exchange are 
citizens of IAESTE Member countries. Some 
are from non-Member countries and are 
studying abroad at Educational Institutions 
co-operating with IAESTE. 

In 2005, 252 students with different 
nationalities to the sending country received 
places on the programme. Of these, 30 were 
from the following non-Member countries: 
Albania, Algeria, Azerbaijan, Bahrain, 
Bangladesh, Bolivia, Cameroon, Chinese 
Taipei, Costa Rica, Indonesia, Malaysia, 
Morocco, New Zealand, Senegal, Singapore, 
South Korea, Uganda, Venezuela, Vietnam 
and Zambia.

Seven IAESTE countries exchanged students 
directly with non-Members countries that 
included Algeria, Bangladesh, Bolivia, Central 
African Republic, Chile, Cuba, Indonesia, 
Kuwait, Malaysia, Nepal, New Zealand, 
Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Singapore, South Korea, 
Venezuela and Vietnam.

Participating Employers and Educational 
Institutions:

In 2005 there was a major increase in 
the number of Employers who offered 
traineeships which is very pleasing. A total 
of 4002 Employers, 366 more than in 2004 
received students but for the second year 
there was a decrease in the number of 
Participating Educational Institutions with a 
total of 940, a loss of 234 from 2004.

Work experience positions on offer in 
2005.

The duration of the available positions can be 
seen in Figures 2a and 2b

Most of the training takes place in the period 
June to September and coincides with the 
Northern Hemisphere vacation period. In 
the Southern Hemisphere, opportunities 
are available between October and April. 
55 Members and Co-operating Institutions 
are now in a position to offer long term 
training opportunities while 16 offer training 
throughout the year. 

Sub-dividing the Engineering groups gives us the breakdown
between the major participating disciplines.

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The majority of the work placements are 
exchanged during the Annual Conference in 
January on a bilateral basis but thanks to the 
development of the IAESTE IntraWeb the 
exchange can continue after this meeting.  
New and unused offers can be put on the 
IntraWeb at any time by Members and      
Co-operating Institutions and this ensures 
that IAESTE can accommodate students and 
employer offers as they arise.

The year round exchange facilitated by the 
IAESTE IntraWeb now provides the platform 
for the quick and accurate exchange of 
placements between Members and Co-
operating Institutions for new and unused 
offers and also nominations for these places. 
This must contribute to the effective use 
of all offers both new and unused, as they 
become available throughout the year. 

In 2005, the first time to collect the data, 
233 placements were exchanged via the 
Intraweb, 5% of the total exchange.

Categories of Offers: IAESTE classify 
placements as Research and Development 
(D) indicating work of a laboratory nature; 
Professional (P) is used for professional 
activities, practical design work and similar; 
Working environment offers (W) indicate 
work in the industrial area relevant for the 
studentÕs background and category (X) 
covers non-speciÞ c offers. 

The non-specific (X) offers can be general 
ofÞ ce jobs, language offers and similar. In all 
cases it is the responsibility of the receiving 
National office making the (X) category 
offers to ensure that the working conditions 

Environment (W) offers are valued for higher 
pay and the opportunities they provide to 
experience working conditions in industry in 
other countries. 

Returned offers and cancellations

This continues to be one of our major 
problem areas. Despite the efforts made to 
date to minimise losses the number of training 
places lost or unused remains unacceptably 
high. Based on the figures reported, the 
number of lost and unused training offers in 
2005 amounted to 2205, 31.2% of the offers 
received. Employer withdrawals accounted 
for 14.8% and student withdrawals were 
6.7%. 

In 2005 individual figures show that 16 
Members and Co-operating Institutions 
managed to maintain their total losses below 
20% which is similar to 2004.

IAESTE Members and Co-operat ing 
Institutions must continue to make every 
effort to minimise these losses, particularly 
the offers that remain unused. Improvements 
here would result in the release of additional 
available places. This should encourage all 
countries to seek improvements to their 
existing practices and to examine their 
communication arrangements. Accurate 
and timely communications would help 
reduce student and employer withdrawals 
and accurate matching of the student 
skills with those required by the employer 
would further contribute to minimising the 
withdrawal of offers by employers.

In 2005 a total of 7196 training places were 
reported to be available as follows: Research 
and Development (D) 3118, 43.3%, 
Professional (P) 3574, 49.7%, Working 
Environment (W) 230, 3.2 % and Non-
specific (X) 274, 3.8%. The percentage of 
offers used as reported by the Members and 
Co-operating Institutions by category of the 
available offers were (D) 66.9%, (P) 66.1%, 
(W) 63.9% and (X) 87.6%.  Figure 12 

The bulk of the offers are in the Research 
and Development and Professional areas and 
students favour these training places that are 
more in line with academic requirements. 
In many instances such training is a required 
part of the curriculum. The Working

Places available
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A total of 269 participants descended on 
the small coastal town of Marsascala, Malta 
in the middle of January 2006 to attend the 
Annual IAESTE A.s.b.l.

He wished 
everyone an enjoyable stay in Malta and a 
successful Conference.

The General Secretary then gave her report 
on the events of 2005 and thanked IAESTE 
Malta for all the preparations they had made 
to host the week long Conference. She 
welcomed the Vice President for Education 
from FISITA, Professor Matti Juhala and 
introduced delegates from the new Co-
operating Institutions who were attending 
the Conference for the Þ rst time. Uni-Group,

India.

Mr Pace Balzan concluded the proceedings 
by inviting a local brass band to entertain the 
delegates.

Annual Conference Report

The Opening Ceremony took place in the 
Conference Hotel on Saturday 21 January 
2006. Mr Mark Pace Balzan who acted as 
Master of Ceremonies welcomed everyone 
to the Annual Conference and invited the 
President of the Association, Mr Lucien 
Seywert to address the delegates.

The President congratulated the Members 
on the formation of IAESTE A.s.b.l. and 

During the Conference a total of 7412 
offers were exchanged among the Full 
and Associate Members and Co-operating 
Institutions with several exchanging with over 
50 different countries. Mentoring Sessions 

were arranged for all new participants as 
well as training sessions on our IntraWeb 
organised by members of the IDT (Internet 
Development Team). Mr Kim Jensen, IDT

During these years IAESTE Lebanon managed 
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TEN YEARS OF IAESTE
IN AUSTRALIA
It is now almost eleven years since we were 
visiting friends in Canada who just happened 
to be the National Secretary of IAESTE 
Canada and his wife, and first discussed 
taking on the role of establishing IAESTE 
in Australia. It is just over ten years since 
Australia then became a Member of IAESTE 
in January 1996.

Wel l  to  s tar t  w i th ,  conv inc ing  our 
university that applying for Membership as 
a Co-operating Institution was a good idea 
- no easy task, as we were to discover that 
almost nobody had heard about IAESTE in 

Australia and we were not overwhelmed 
with enthusiasm. Then wondering what on 
earth we had let ourselves in for as we read 
a copy of an Administrative Guide which we 
had been sent to help us prepare for our 
Þ rst General Conference.  Nevertheless we 
set off for this with lots of enthusiasm, four 
placements and no students. 

We returned home exhilarated by the 
Conference and the people we had met 
there and discovered our next problem.  We 
had to Þ nd students to send to the countries 
which had given us placements and what is 
more we had to Þ nd them by March 31.  This 
was not easy given that our students were 
still on their long summer vacation and were 
not going to return to university until early to 
mid-March.  Again people were very patient 
with us and we eventually sent six Australian 
students away that year.

We had also witnessed the night of fun and 
camaraderie that is the National Party in our 
Þ rst year and came prepared the next year.  
After much wracking of our brains to Þ nd an 
Australian costume and food, we had come 
with hats worn by our ÒswaggiesÓ decorated 
with hanging corks to keep the ß ies off their 
faces in our hot summer and kangaroo 
salami as an Australian food.  We have kept 
this theme since and it culminated this year 
when we brought a blow up plastic kangaroo 
which was much more popular than we had 
expected.  It also had more stamina than we 
had expected and Þ nished a night of dancing 
in better shape than many of the rest of us 
we suspect!

There have been low times too, as we all 
experience in such a position, so why did we 
persevere? We did so because of the highs. 
Having students arrive at the airport after 
twenty four  hours of travelling to reach us, 
and being told that no, they did not want 
to rest because they were just so excited 
at being here, is unexpectedly rewarding.  
Reading the letters and e mails from students 
telling us what a difference IAESTE has made 
to their lives is wonderful. Watching the 
face light up of an Australian student, who 
came from Vietnam originally, while he was 
telling us how thrilled he was with his work 
experience and living in a dorm with students 
from so many other countries is wonderful.  
And hearing that when it was his turn to cook 
a typical meal from his home country, he did 
not cook a stir-fry, but rather an Aussie BBQ 
is wonderful. 

And the biggest high for us at a personal level 
is having met so many committed, caring 
and fun people over the last eleven Annual 
Conferences.  That has been wonderful.  We 
have had reinforced the idea that putting 
people together from all around the world 
to work together to help others can be a 
co-operative, harmonious and beneficial 
experience done with a lot of goodwill and 
good humour. That has been wonderful and 
we thank you all for it.

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Since the start of my research group 
ÒCardiovascular Mechanics and Biofluid 
MechanicsÓ in 1996, we have received at 
least one IAESTE trainee each year. This 
summer, three students from Denmark, 
Croatia and Spain will receive training in 
our laboratory. They will be integrated into 
ongoing research projects and will be able 
to realise a student-specific dedicated task 
under the supervision of an engineer and in 
collaboration with a medical doctor. The 
current topics vary from modelling of cell 
behaviour in a bio-artiÞ cial liver, to modelling, 
simulating and programming software for 
non-invasive assessment of blood vessel 
function using ultrasound-based technology. 
During their training, our IAESTE students 
are thus provided with the opportunity 
to have a hands-on view on Biomedical 
Engineering research and prototyping 
which might lead to future clinical diagnosis 
modalities and therapeutic technology. This 
level of exchange became available thanks to 
IAESTE Belgium.

IAESTE Belgium was one of the Founding 
Members of the International Association 
back in 1948 and has been a loyal and 
active Member ever since. Although 
Ghent University and the Free University 
of Brussels are currently the only two 
actively participating universities, no less 
than 70 visiting students will be trained in 
Belgium this year, while at least 60 Belgian 

engineering students will go abroad for their 
first international engineering experience. 
The whole process involves 130 students 
and more than 100 professionals in Belgium 
to guide them to their full potential.

The Local Committee in Gent, whose 
administrative responsibility started in 
1995, has always been an active member. 
Before that, there was some administrative 
support from National or Regional Employer 
Societies.

Back in 1998, we convinced our Faculty 
Board to invest in a full-time professional 
for public relations, including administrative 
support for IAESTE Belgium. Thanks to this 
vision, we have been able to start a well 
structured organisation that guarantees a solid 
framework with continuation, independent of 
rotating academics, administrators, students, 
etc. The headquarters are situated in the

from 16 different countries. 

In Belgium, IAESTE offers the opportunity 
for students to be trained in an international 
environment, to experience new cultures 
and to gain a unique experience in an 
engineering lab. Each year, the incoming 
trainees can count on a warm welcome and 
the unforgettable hospitality of a local group 
of enthusiastic students. 

Our lab members are delighted to meet 
these young enthusiastic trainees. Even more 
exciting, is the fact that we still have contact 
with some of our former students who are 
now working for an international biomedical 
engineering company, or who are running 
their own small-sized company. We received 
students from as far as Lebanon, and our 
latest trainee, Paul, whom we trained in 
2005, is now making a Master thesis at the 
TU Trondheim about heart valve modelling. 
This topic came up by accident during one of 
the many discussions in our lab and proves 
his personal curiosity to look further than the 
scheduled tasks.

Our staff is very motivated to yearly invest 
some fascinating time in new potentials, to 
share with them our laboratory life and of 
course integrate them in the rich social and 
cultural life of our city.

This process started all by accident but is 
now continued with a big heart. I can only 
recommend my academic and industrial 
colleagues to support this non-governmental 
organisation IAESTE. Open your door and let 
students share your professional experience 
so that they remain motivated to invest in a 
better future and welfare in favour of all.
