2.1.VISA  

 
 

People belonging to the EU 1 countries do not  need visa. Just donôt forget to 

ALWAYS  bring a valid identification card or passport with you, as you may be 

required to show it if requested by Police.  

 

For those belonging to non -EU countries, we kindly ask you to contact your 

nearest Spanish Consulate to fill the application to get the visa after having 

received the acc eptance note.  

 

You can find a list of embassies of your country in Spain at the end of this booklet.  

 

 

 
2.2.INSURANCE  

 
 

Before leaving your country, you must be insured against illness, disablement, 

accidents and death for the whole duration of your stay a nd journey. Please bring 

the insurance policy with you, and keep it in your pocket any time you travel 

around Spain. You should send your insurance details to your IAESTE LC as soon 

as you have it. It's compulsory that you have any kind of identification w ith you 

every time you travel.  

 

 

 
2.3.YOUR FIRST MINUTES HERE  

 
 

To keep the quality of your reception in Catalunya we strongly recommend you to 

follow strictly the dates and conditions stated on the acceptance form.  

 

You are requested to mail or fax the a ttached arrival notes to your National 

Committee and TO US . Otherwise we cannot assure you will have lodging nor 

anybody coming to pick you up at the airport.  

There are sometimes when it is impossible to arrange anybody to come to the 

airport to pick you u p. You will be informed about it and you will get the solution of 

how to getting the place where you will be living during your traineeship.  

The member will bring you a bag with some information about Barcelona and o ther 

staff you may use (or not ) during y our stay here.  

 

Don't forget to let your company and IAESTE know about your flight dates. Keep 

in mind that you have to follow the period that your company suggested.

This is some important information you need to know about the public transport 

from t he airport to your accommodation (just in case you are not picked up at the 

airport by a member) :

ƀ If you arrive at the Barcelona airport (El Prat):  

 

You can take the Aerobus in terminal B. It will take you to Plaça Catalunya, 

which is the central square in Barcelona. There you can take the Metro to 

your final destination. (3,75ú; every 15 minutes avg., from 6am to 1am) . If 

you arrive later, there is also the possibility to take a night bus to the same 

place (N17).  

 

You can also take the train to Sants station or to Passeig de Gràcia station,  

and then take any metro to your final destination.

ƀ If you arrive at the Girona airport:  

 

You can take the bus to Barcelona Nord Station (11.00ú; 1hour) and then

2.4.ACCOMODATION  

 
 

IAESTE Catalunya will find accommodation  for all the t rainees coming to 

Catalunya , as long as you request it. That means you should fill the N5b as soon 

as possible and send it back to your National Committee and IAESTE Catalunya 

( info@iaeste.cat ) in order  to find accommodation for you with enough time. Tip : 

Remember that the more time we have to find lodging, the better it is.  

 

The accommodation is usually in student flats in single rooms. You can use the 

bathroom, kitchen and laundry as your flatmates. Fl ats are usually in the Sants 

quarter or suburbs, like Hospitalet. But donôt worry, because you can easily take 

Metro to go everywhere pretty fast.  

Keep in mind that it is very hard to find accommodation in the center of Barcelona, 

so don't expect this. Us ually, your flatmates are not members of IAESTE nor 

trainees. However, we keep in touch during the summer season using our mailing 

list and mobiles phones.  

 

You will know the details about your accommodation some days before your 

arrival. Do not worry if y ou don't know about the accommodation some weeks 

before your arrival.  IAESTE Catalunya tries to find accommodation for about 300 -

350ú/month. This is the cheapest that we can find considering the average of the 

rents in Barcelona which is one of the most expensive cities in Spain. These prices 

have all costs included.  

It is normal in this country that when you arrive you have to pay i n advance the 

first month and a guarantee deposit of 300ú  which will be returned to you at the 

end of your traineeship.  

If your reference number starts with E/25xx/C, you will be placed in Girona, a city 

nearby Barcelona, which has a local committee as w ell. In this case you should 

contact them via email ( info@iaestegirona.cat )  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
2.5.SALARY  
 
 

Some companies pays directly to the students and some others pay IAESTE and 

IAESTE will pay you. In these ca ses it can take 2 or 3 days longer. Almost all the 

companies pay at the end of the month but there are some exceptions that will 

pay every week. So, just count on the money till the end of the month.  

 

 

 

 

IMPORTANT: If you request IAESTE Catalunya to find lodging for you, we assume 

that you agree with the flat we offer you  (which is always in good conditions) . It 

means that you are not supposed to move. Anyway, if you do, you have to know that 

the flat owner has all rights to ask you for the same amount of money he may lose 

because of the harm of breaking a contract. Obviously, IAESTE Catalunya will not help 

you in finding new accommodation, unless there is a big reason which will be 
analyzed by the Summer Reception Committee.

In Catalunya there are t wo official languages: Catalan and Spanish ( Castellano).  

Everybody speaks and understands both of them. There is no problem in speaking 

Spanish, as everybody unde rstand s it and will have no problem in answering in 

this language.  

About the English language, it will be easier to find young people speaking it than 

old one.  

 

 

3.2.MOBILE  & TELEPHONE  
 

There are few  mobile phone operators in Catalunya: Vodafone, Orange, M ovistar, 

Yoigoé 

Each one of them offers you different types of phone s and prices for the calls. The 

prices will dep end on the plan that you choose. We suggest all our trainees to get 

a YOIGO SIM card, as there is a plan to call for free (excluding the cost  of call 

establishment) between YOIGO numbers; it will be much cheaper when you call 

each other.

 All numbers starting by a 90******* are very expensive (apart of 900 and 

901, which are free).  

 

 

3.3.BANKS  
 

The banks in Barcelona are open ed from Monday to Frid ay from 9:00 am untill  

2;00 pm; From October till April, they are also opened on Thursd ay until 7pm.  

If you are staying here for some months, we strongly recommend you opening a 

bank account, as it will be much better for you not to pay a fee everytime you use 

your homeland credit card. In that case, we strongly recommend you to open a 

bank account in ñLa Caixaò, as it is the most common bank and the easiest to find.

4.1.INTRODUCTION  

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Barcelona is the second largest city in Spain in both size and population. It is also 

the capital of Catalunya, located in the northeast part of Spain. It offers a unique  

opportunity for the tourist to walk from Roman remains to the medieval city, and 

then to the modern city with its open thoroughfares and gridiron street pattern. 

The historic city centre is fairly flat, while the modern city fans out towards the 

surroundi ng hills, bordered by steep streets that are vaguely reminiscent of those 

found in San Francisco. Barcelona, more than just a single city, is really a 

collection of multi - faceted and diverse cities.  

 

 

 
4.2.WEATHER  

 
 

Barcelona  has well defined seasons in wh ich temperatures and general weather 

are fairly predictable. Being a coast city, the relative humidity level is very high, 

always around 70%.  

The warmest season is between June and August, with temperatures that 

sometimes can go higher than 30 degrees (Cel sius 2).  In winter, Barcelona never 

get s extremely cold, with temperatures around 10 degrees and it rarely snows.

4.3.PUBLIC TRANSPORT  

 
 

There are several kinds of public transport in Barcelona . You can find Metro, 

Ferrocarrils de la Generalitat, Bus, tramé 

All of this public transport has the same prices, as they are all run by the same 

corporation. It means that if you get a 10 -way ticket, you can use any Public 

Transportation with the same ti cket and during 1h 15m after you validate one of 

the ñwaysò. 

Be aware when going far from Barcelona, as there are different price zones. 1 

Zone ticket is enough for Barcelona and near surroundings, but depending on your 

destination, you may buy another tic ket, valid for 2 or 3 zones. You can check the 

map with price regions when going to the train station.  

 

 

 Metro   

 

The subway is the fastest option to move around the city, although you will not be 

ab le to see the joy of the city.  

 

The Metro works from Monday to Thursday, Sunday and holidays from 05:00 until  

0:00h.  On Friday and in the eve of holidays it wor ks from 05:00 ï 02:00h.  

From April 2007, the metro  work s all night on Saturdays, so that you 

wonôt need a taxi to get home after you go out.  

In special occasions such as some typical festivals here in Barcelona, metro is 

opened all night also.

 FERROCARRILS DE LA GENERALITAT  

 

FGC run train lines similar to the subway in Barcelona and towns nearby. FGC’s 

frequency is not as high as met ro, so that it depends on timetables (about 7 

minutes between train and train).

 BUS  

 

The bus is slower but it does let you see the joy of the city. There are more than 

150 bus lines in Barcelona, so almost every street has a bus stop somewhere.  

It works from Monday to Sunday from 6:05 to  22:35 h.

If they 

are available you will see a green light on the top of the 

car and a sign on the windscreen. Th ere are extra

charges for trips to or from the airport and also per each suitcase. From the airport 

to the centre of the city it may cost about 3 0ú. There are also extra charges from 

Thursday to Saturday at nights.

Bicing  
 

For the  ones staying for a long time in Barcelona, this information can be useful . 

Since 2 years ago, a new service called Bicing is available in Barcelona: Consists of 

taking a bike in one of the Bicing stations spread around the city, and after your 

short trip (these are bicycles for fast transport, not for leisure), you can leave the 

bike again in one of the 400 stations of Bicing. Donôt exceed the time of 30 

minutes before giving back the bike, otherwise you will be charged.  

 

To use Bicing, you need the Bicin g card, and to get it you need to register with a 

valid address in our country, and the price for the service is 30ú/year. Registration 

process takes few weeks, that is the reason why only the trainees staying for long 

should think about this option.

It's a tree - lined pedestrian boulevard packed with buskers, living 

statues, mimes and itinerant salespeople s elling everything from lottery 

tickets to jewellery. It runs from Plaça Catalunya down to the sea. Along 

the Rambla, you will find iron chairs, perfectly placed for a revitalizing 

break. These are an enjoyable feature for people strolling on the 

Rambla. La  Rambla might well be the most well known street in 

Barcelona.  

 

How to get there : by Metro L1/L3. Stations Catalunya, Liceu and 

Drassanes metro station. Also several bus lines bring you there.

One of the most fa mous buildings in Barcelona , and also , the most 

famous of Antoni Gaudí. You can't miss it. Gaudí couldn't finish it while 

he was alive (he died in 1926, before his masterwork was completed), 

so it is Jordi Bonet the architect leading the project to finish it.  



There is a museum where you can see the draws and the history of the 

Sagrada Familia.  

You can take a lift which will bring you 65metres up, on the Passion 

Façade ad up to 55metres in the Nativity façade. You can also go up 

there by stairs. Will you?

La 

Pedrera was built between 1905 and 1910 as a combined of apartment and 

office block. It's also called Casa Milà. You can visit a showroom there, 

which will show you how the antique flats there were furnished, and also 

attic with information about its construction and the drafts. Really worth 

even if you are not an architect! 

It's located at Passeig de Gracia 92, about 10 minutes walking from Plaça 

Catalunya.

An extraor dinary park. Is one of the best legacies of the Güell Family, 

patrons and promorters of Gaudí. Gaudí built the public area and then the 

project was abandoned due to lack of funds. There are three houses built, 
one of them being the former Guadí house.  

At t he top of Güell  park you  can find a terraced area where you get a 

wonderful view of the park and of the city. The mosaics are everywhere in 
the Parc.  

Because of its size, you should be prepared for, at least, half day visiting 

it, specially if you get into  the museum. Much better if you go there at the 

morning.

The Ol ympic Games, on 1992, were the reason to rebuild the seafront 

part of Barcelona. That part of the city, before that date, was considered 

the worst in the city.  

 

Nowadays the sea is part of the life of Barcelona. The beaches are 

accessible and the water qua lity is closely monitored.  

 

Along the seafront you can find:  

 

FÒRUM  ï Barcelona's Forum 2004 ended on September 26th 2004. It 

was an event that aspired to bring to Barcelona cultural manifestations of 

all types, in order to debate issues such as tolerance,  coexistence and 

multiculturalism. The event also served as a pretext for the rehabilitation 

and rebuilding of the area around the Besòs River. Nowadays, its facilities 

are used for conventions and conferences.

Vila  Olí mpica (Olympic Village)  -  It was the neighbourhood 

constructed to host the athletes and staff of the Games, and it was sold 

afterwards as private residences. The village includes the Port Olimpic, 

presided o ver by Mapfre Tower and the Arts Hotel, two of the highest and 

most emblematic buildings in the city. Between them and above, what 

was once the old fish market, there is a magnificent sculpture by Frank 

Gehry, ñThe Fishò. This is one of the most crowded and fun places for a 

long walk at mid -afternoon.  

 

El Centre de La Vila  -  Contains one of the few cinemas that offer 

films in their original languages with subtitles. Interesting if you are going 

to stay here for a long time ;)  

 

L'Aquarium de Barcelona  -  The sharks are the stars in the most 

important aquarium in the Mediterranean. 35 aquariums, 11.000 animals 

from 450 different species, an underwater tunnel of 80 metres, 6 million 

litters of water and an immense Oceanarium, unique in Europe, make this 

centre a unique show and a leisure reference that has already been 

visited by more than 14 million people. The sea can be as amusing an d it 

is educational.

La Rambla del Mar  -   This is one of the best options to go for a walk 

next to the sea. Made out of wood, this modern promenade goes from the 

Columbus statue to the Maremagnum centre.  

 

Les Drassanes  -  The city old shipyards, built in th e 14th century. 

Nowadays they are still the biggest civil building. The Maritime Museum is 

hosted inside.  

 

Paral.Lel street  -  It used to be one of the most popular streets in 

Barcelona's nightlife, because of its numerous theatres and 

entertainement option s. The name comes from its parallel trajectory to 

the main street in Barcelona, la Diagonal. In this avenue you will find the 

mythical El Molino (now, definitely closed), the Apollo Theatre, a 

Romantic church and cloister of Sant Pau del Camp.

How to ge t there : Take L7 till Tibidabo metro stop. Then you can take 

the tram till the ñFunicularò or go there walking. Once you are there, take 

the Funicular, which will take you till the top of the mountain.

Is a tower located on the Tibidabo hill in Barcelona. It was designed by 

architect Lord Norman Foster, and built in 1992 for the Olympic Games 

this same year. It features a pod floor sace like many towers but uses 

guy lines for lateral support like a mast. Mainly used as a T V and radio 

transmitter, this futuristic design provides the highest viewpoint over the 

city. The top antenna reaches 288.4m (946ft) and the top of the pod, 

which has thirteen floors, reaches 152m (499ft)  

 

The tenth floor of the pod is open to the public.
